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Disabled Persons Parking Bay - Application Notes

Please read the following notes carefully before completing your signed application form and returning it to:

Criteria for Applicants
· The applicant must be a registered Blue Badge holder or be applying on behalf of someone who is (e.g. a minor) 
· The bay must be requested for the home address of the Blue Badge holder

· The badge holder must not have any type of off-street parking facility within the boundary of the property where the bay is requested
· The applicant must have some permanent and substantial disability that causes considerable difficulty in walking

· The applicant must experience frequent difficulty in finding a place to park near their property where the bay is requested

· The applicant must provide copies of all documentation listed on the application form.
Disabled persons parking bays within a Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ) 
Blue badge holders can park for a maximum of three hours on a single or double yellow line as long as there is no prohibition on loading/unloading - please refer to ‘The Blue Badge Scheme’ Dept for Transport leaflet here: http://www.dft.gov.uk/transportforyou/access/bluebadge/pubs/factsheets/thebluebadgescheme.pdf Also, they may park in resident parking bays, shared-use or pay & display, meter or voucher bays free of charge and for unlimited periods. Applications within CPZs are unlikely to be approved unless the applicant frequently experiences difficulty parking within walking distance of their home.

How your application will be processed

Every application is considered on an individual basis and Transport for London (TfL) officers will visit the site to investigate the parking difficulties in your road and assess the feasibility of providing a space with consideration to the potential effects on road safety and congestion. If your application is approved, the bay will be positioned as close to your property as possible. 

Successful applications 
Where TfL agrees in principle to providing a bay, a legal process must be gone through before the bay can be implemented. A Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) will be drafted which will be advertised in the local press and notices will be displayed adjacent to the location of the proposed bay for a period of three weeks. During this time, any member of the public may make representations about the application. Should representations be made, they will be considered by the TfL officers and a decision made on whether or not the parking bay should be provided. TfL’s agreement in principle to provide a bay does not in itself commit TfL to confirming the TRO, as it must carefully consider any representations received and it may not be able to proceed with the bay.  
If provided, the bay will be marked with white lines and will measure approximately 6 metres with the word 'DISABLED' written alongside it. Also, a sign, stating “Blue badge holders only”, will be affixed to a new/existing post or lamp column near the bay.
